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Severe Weather Outlook

e AccuWeather meteorologists warn that a
slow-moving storm could produce days of
severe thunderstorms across parts of the
southern United States this week.

e "Apotent, upper-level swirl of energy is
expected to move into the area Wednesday.
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This will help to bring more widespread PR -
thunderstorm coverage across southern P
Oklahoma and northern Texas during the — =
day," AccuWeather Meteorologist Brandon Buckingham warned.
Buckingham also explained that the threat of severe weather is likely to spread southward
across Texas after the sun goes down on Wednesday evening.
The thunderstorms Wednesday and Wednesday night could produce the same hazards as those
on Tuesday, including damaging winds, hail and isolated tornadoes.
Thunderstorms could also more easily bring flooding issues Wednesday since several downpours
will accompany them.

Governor Ron DeSantis has requested a Major Disaster Declaration
for Broward County due to the catastrophic impacts of
unprecedented flooding in Southeast Florida.

Joint State & Federal Teams conducted Preliminary Damage
Assessments in the impacted flood areas, assessing over 1,300
homes and identifying over 1,000 with major damages.

On March 24, 2023, a severe weather and tornado outbreak began
across portions of the lower Mississippi River Valley in the United States.
A low-end EF2 tornado within the line killed a person in the northern part
of Hartselle, Alabama.

The slow-moving storm system then stalled the following day, producing
more severe weather and tornadoes across portions of Alabama from
March 26 to March 27, including a couple of strong tornadoes. The
outbreak also resulted in numerous reports of damaging straight-line
winds, hail, and flooding.

On April 25th, the Governor of Alabama requested a Major Disaster
Declaration for five counties (Colbert, EImore, Lauderdale, Morgan and
Tallapoosa).
