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e Chief Communications Officer Scott Simmons stated about 815 buildings were damaged in
Franklin and Lincoln counties alone. He also described people being trapped in their homes.

o Governor Tate Reeves said late Wednesday that the state emergency management agency is in
contact with local emergency managers and is coordinating the state's search and rescue re-
sponse.

e More than 17,000 customers were without power across the state early Thursday.

¢ Some of the most significant damage has been reported across Lincoln, Lamar, Franklin and
Kemper counties.

¢ One of the hardest hit areas was the Wash Mobile Home Park in Bogue Chitto, roughly 65 miles
southwest of Jackson, where tornadoes flattened the community.

e Lamar County Emergency Management officials warned people to stay away from the city of
Purvis due to tornado damage and downed power lines.

¢ The National Weather Service (NWS) has scheduled damage survey crews to determine the
strength of the tornadoes later Thursday.

¢ NOAA's Storm Prediction Center (SPC) received at least 14 reports of tornado damage.
