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Tropical Activity

Atlantic — Tropical Storm Tammy

e The National Weather Service reports that Tropical
Storm Tammy is located about 100 miles NE of Barbados
moving toward the W-NW and is forecast to turn toward
the NW this evening, followed by a N-NW turn Saturday
through Sunday night.

e Tammy is expected to move near or over the Leeward
Islands tonight and on Saturday, and then move N of the
Leeward Islands on Sunday and forecast to become a
hurricane on Saturday.

¢ Rainfall totals of 1 to 2 inches with maximum amounts of
4 inches expected for the U.S. Virgin Islands into eastern Puerto Rico.

e The long-term forecast has Tammy headed north into the Atlantic further growing in strength
with sustained winds up to 90 mph, but no threat to land.
