e Strong trade winds are causing storms to repeatedly form and dump heavy rain, particularly
along the northern slopes of the Big Island.

o Laupahoehoe, some 20 miles northeast of Hilo, has already recorded more than 25 inches of
rain.

e Heavy rain remains the greatest concern through Monday, especially across those same
windward mountain slopes.

¢ Wind and rain are expected to subside by Tuesday as the system drifts west.

¢ Inaddition to the gusty winds and flash flooding, heavy snow is expected at high altitudes on the
Big Island atop Mauna Loa and Mauna Kea, as temperatures will be cold enough to support it.
