storms is expected to overflow its banks and possibly turn the area into an island.

Flooding is expected to begin Thursday at noon and last until Friday, though residents may not

be able to return for days depending on the severity of the event.

Tens of thousands more people were under evacuation warnings on the Salinas River, which

state authorities warned was one of five waterways around California expected to exceed flood

stage in the coming days.

Evacuations in effect for 16k people in 6 counties (San Benito, Ventura, Santa Cruz, Monterey,

Merced, and Mono)

In Santa Cruz County, storms dumped 23 inches of rain over the past 10 days, damaging 130

homes and destroying eight, Santa Cruz County Sheriff Jim Hart said.

Currently 33k customers without power statewide.

Three more atmospheric rivers are heading toward the state in the next nine to 10 days, Gov.

Gavin Newsom warned, before an expected dry stretch starting around Jan. 20.

Heavy rain will be confined along the northern California coast and into Oregon and Washington

through Thursday night, with a slight risk of excessive rainfall in effect for northwestern

California.

The atmospheric river will likely shift east, pummeling the northern California and central

California coast on Friday. Winter storm watches will begin to take effect across the Sierra

Nevada Mountain range.
